The Board of Directors held their regular meeting on Monday August 15, 2005.

The Board held a discussion with a representative of the Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office.  The officer explained the Neighborhood Watch program and its role in preventing crime in residential areas.  Information on the program will be distributed to homeowners interested in participating in the program.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POOL:

· With the start of school, the pool will be open only in the afternoons during the week.

· Final work on the pool house bathrooms and guardhouse will be completed after the pool is closed.

LANDSCAPE:

· The Board approved Phase 1 of the landscape plan that would remove grass along the fence on the north side of Kettle, replace large juniper on the western end of the island at Kettle and Holly, and plant trees along Kettle.  Bids will be solicited to determine the cost of the work proposed.

· Two cotton wood trees were identified that needed to be cut down.  The City has since removed one of the trees and the other is on private property.

· The Board is taking steps to determine the feasibility of constructing a footbridge over the creek on the north side of the greenbelt.  Given the constraints by the City, it may not be feasible to build the bridge.

· The landscape contractor is being asked to add rock on the exterior of the new fence to backfill any gaps between the grade and the bottom of the fence panels.

DESIGN REVIEW:

· The Board is currently monitoring compliance of a homeowner with a court order issued for work to be performed at the home.

· The Board reviewed information concerning a homeowner’s request to install an in-ground pool.  The homeowner will be asked for more data.

SOCIAL:

· Committee is planning an adult party at the pool on August 27.
