The Board of Directors held their regular meeting on Monday October 17, 2005.

Homeowner Concerns: The board members discussed getting a dumpster for the neighborhood to collect tree limbs but decided not to due to cost and because one dumpster would not hold enough to help much.

A homeowner attended the meeting to discuss various landscaping issues including cutting down two Russian Olive trees and trimming evergreen trees on Monaco.  Also discussed was the new Senate Bill just passed regarding homeowner associations.  See a separate article on this new law.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POOL:

· The shade structures will be taken down shortly.  The structures were not damaged in the snowstorm.

· Three bids have been received on the pool house expansion.  An information sheet will be developed to explain the project to homeowners.  It is hoped that the project can be discussed in detail at the next board meeting.

LANDSCAPE:

· Rock work will start soon but the project may need to be revised since funds had to be spent to clean up the greenbelts after the storm.

DESIGN REVIEW:

· The committee has completed a walk-through of the neighborhood and sent out 33 letters to homeowners.

· The committee is reviewing a roofing material submitted by a homeowner.

· The committee members will walk through the neighborhood again in a few weeks to make sure fallen tree limbs have been removed.

MEMBERSHIP:

· Twenty-one homes have been sold in the neighborhood this year.

SOCIAL:

· The social committee is through with functions until next spring.  The fall festival was very successful.
