Homeowner concerns: 

· Kids from Heritage Greens are apparently coming to our neighborhood to party.  Perhaps we will need to split the cost of security guards with another association to prevent any vandalism caused by these gatherings.

· The bushes at the corner of Dry Creek and Monaco cause a line of sight problem for cars trying to make a right turn onto Dry Creek from Monaco.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

LANDSCAPE:

· Landscape committee held a meeting and established several subcommittees for maintenance, trees and enhancements/upgrades.

· Committee wants to maintain communications with the homeowners.

· Committee has prioritized a list of projects.

· Trees have been reviewed by the tree subcommittee, which determined that 9 trees need to be removed because they present a hazard.  Other trees will be trimmed.  The 9 trees that are to be removed will be marked.

· A water audit has been completed by Willows Water.  Their findings and recommendations will be discussed later.

· The next landscape committee meeting is August 28.

· The City of Centennial put up a new stop sign for westbound vehicles on Kettle by the lower court.  Many people are having trouble remembering to stop at this new sign.

· Xcel Energy is working on a bid to put more lights in the parking lot by the upper tennis court.  Any lights will be an expense of the association.

POOL:

· The pool is on reduced hours since school started.

· Vandals ripped the partitions from the walls in the bathroom.  It cost $200 to re-install the stall doors.

· New umbrellas and chairs have been received.

DESIGN REVIEW:

· Committee members are still working on their annual walk through the community.

· Homeowners have been notified if they have trees and shrubs that overhang onto the sidewalks.causing problems for people walking on the sidewalks. 

· The committee approved a homeowner request to install solar panels when they install a new roof.

MEMBERSHIP:

· 400 homeowners have paid their annual assessment in full.  One homeowner has not paid any of their annual assessment.

· Twelve homes have been sold in the neighborhood so far this year.

SOCIAL:
