The Board of Directors held their regular meeting on Monday December 18, 2006.

Homeowner concerns:

· Decorating the entrances for the holidays was discussed.  This was done in the past and the decorations were stolen so nothing has been done since.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

LANDSCAPE:
· The planned landscape work for this year has been completed.  The corner at Dry Creek and Monaco has been completed as have tree removals and tree plantings.

· There is still a visibility problem at the corner of Dry Creek and Monaco.

· Xcel Energy has sent a proposed cost for 3 new streetlights around the pool/tennis court area.  The board feels that new streetlights would be worth the expenditure due to the amount of vandalism in that area.

POOL:

· The pool is closed.

TENNIS:

· A new tennis chairman is still needed.

· We may need to pay to get the screens rolled up.

· A price to fix the locks will be obtained.

DESIGN REVIEW:

· The committee has given a homeowner approval to temporarily take down the perimeter fence during a remodeling job.

MEMBERSHIP:

· 400 homeowners have paid their annual assessment in full.  One homeowner has not paid any of their annual assessment and a lien has been placed on that home.

· Fourteen homes have been sold in the neighborhood so far this year.

· All homeowners have paid the fence assessment.

· There are currently seven homes for sale in the neighborhood.

OLD BUSINESS:

· The proposed budget for 2007 was approved.  Dues were set at $595 for the year.

· The board decided to not do anything about nonresidents joining the swim team.
