The Board of Directors held their regular meeting on Monday September 18, 2006.

Homeowner concerns: 

· Representatives from the architectural and planning firm of Klipp made a presentation of a proposed development at Syracuse and Peakview streets.  The property is currently zoned for an office building but they are proposing two buildings for luxury town homes, a group of row houses and a park.  One of the buildings would be 30 stories high.

· A homeowner in our association has plans to get a pit bull.  The neighbors are concerned about having a dog breed that has known problems especially when we have so many children in the neighborhood.

· A homeowner is concerned that the pop machine at the pool is still running.

· The first neighborhood garage sale was held this fall.  Thanks to Melissa Owens for organizing it.  Hopefully this will become an annual happening.

· The state legislature approved an amendment to SB100.  The revised statue has minimal effect on our procedures. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

LANDSCAPE:

· The landscape committee presented a list of eight proposed projects for completion this fall. Seven of the projects were approved by the board.

· The grass strip on Monaco will be taken out and replaced with rock.

· The shrubs at the corner of Dry Creek/Monaco will be taken out and new plantings done.

· A valve protruding from the sidewalk on the Jamison cul-de-sac will be repaired.

· Grinding down the asphalt in the walkways will be tried on a test section to see if it works.

· There will be asphalt patching and crack sealing in selected areas of the walkways.

· Rain sensors will be tested. If they are working, more will be installed.

· Selected trees will be removed along with pruning and planting new trees.

POOL:

· The pool has been closed for the season.

· Next year the baby pool will need to be resurfaced due to numerous complaints about the rough surface.

· The solar cover will need to be replaced next year due to the many rips in it.

· The awnings will not be removed until the middle of October when tennis season is over.

· The trash company has been called several times to remove the containers.

DESIGN REVIEW:

· Committee members have completed their annual walk through the community and sent out 50 letters.

· The property with a private pool is for sale.  Prospective buyers will need to be informed of the approval conditions for the pool. 

MEMBERSHIP:

· 400 homeowners have paid their annual assessment in full.  One homeowner has not paid any of their annual assessment. There are two homeowners who currently have liens filed on their properties due to failure to pay assessments in full.

· Twelve homes have been sold in the neighborhood so far this year.

SOCIAL:

· The committee is planning the fall festival. 

· Thanks to Jennifer Frontz who volunteered to cook hot dogs at the pool on Labor Day and to the guards who did the games.

OLD BUSINESS:

· The design of the bridge across the greenbelt has been completed.  The board approved the funds needed for construction materials.
